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CDRIntell Reporting

CDRIntell provides a range of comprehensive reporting facilities to assist General Practice, Practice Based
Commissioning (PBC) Groups, PCTs and SHAs understand their patients/population. In particular CDRIntell
enables users to undertake cross sector needs analysis through the provision of clinical governance reporting,
dashboards and profiles. Health inequalities are highlighted along with gaps and duplication in service delivery.

CDRIntell supports analysis, reporting (longitudinal and cohort based), planning and population-level
intervention for defined Patients Groups. The solution is used to manage the call and recall of patients for
annual Diabetic Retinopathy Screening; for CVD Primary Prevention and a range of other population based
interventions.

Cross Sector Dashboard Reporting
CDRIntell provides a set of Dashboard reports in support of commissioners and providers. These are
comprehensive and include:

Local Delivery Plan Dashboard —. This Dashboard profiles the PCTs, PBC and Practices position against the
LDP indicators. A selection of the indicators include profiling the population against the following indicators:

Smoking Status, Obesity, Ethnic Group, Diabetes annual review, CHD Annual Review, Hypertension,
Myocardial Infraction, Arterial Fibrillation, Heart Failure, Practice Recorded Risk Score, System Calculated Risk
Score.

It supports retrospective assessment of the quality of service as well as proactively supporting performance
improvement. The Dashboard report also graphically benchmarks Practices against other Practices in their
Locality, against any defined Locality, PBC Group and the PCT.

LTC - Diabetes NSF Dashboard — Takes each NSF Standard for Diabetes and presents a comprehensive
assessment for the Practice, defined Localities, PBC Groups and the PCT. It identifies patients who have not
had examinations, tests or who are not prescribed as recommended. Patients with secondary complications
associated with diabetes are highlighted and those at risk. A Blue, Red, Amber and Green (BRAG) dashboard
is presented for each Standard with drill down functionality to the individual record for Practice users and those
explicitly authorised to access the records.

LTC - CHD NSF Dashboard — Takes each NSF Standard for Coronary Heart Disease and presents a
comprehensive assessment for the Practice, defined Localities, PBC Groups and the PCT. The approach taken
in the Diabetes NSF is mirrored for this dashboard.

CVD Prevention Dashboard — Addresses a key PCT target by profiling those patients who are secondary
prevention cases and profiles the patients against their primary risk of a CVD event in the next ten years. It
prompts General Practice to undertake a review for those with multiple risk factors and those with a high
provisional CVD risk score based on the Joint British Society Working Group Two (JBS2) CVD Risk Score.
Other risk algorithms are also presented.
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
